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KeySafe in Non-Admin Mode

1 Description

Disgo has developed a new service file that enables use of KeySafe when logged in with non-administrator privileges. Refer to the installation instructions in the following sections.

2 System Requirements

· Pentium II 266 MHz

· 64MB RAM

· 900KB free space

· Operating system: WinXP, Win2000

3 Installation Instructions

1. Log in the PC as an administrator

2. Unzip the Service for Non-Admin.zip file to a directory that all users can access (e.g. C:\Disgo service, C:\Program files, C:\winnt\system32, etc…). Do not use folders that might be restricted to different users, such as the Desktop directory, or My Documents directory. 

3. Launch the install service.bat batch file to install the service.

Note: Only administrators can install services

4. In order to check if the service has been installed correctly go to:

Settings->Control Panel->Administrative Tools->Services, and look for the hdlSrv service.

Once the service is installed, the KeySafe application can run both under administrator and non-administrator privileges.

Uninstalling the service:

1. Log in as an administrator

2. Launch the uninstall service.bat batch file to uninstall the service.
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
