¨  Do not expose the camera directly to sunlight in order to avoid damaging the image sensor. 

¨  Do not expose the camera to moisture, sand, dust, or sea water environments. These 

environments may damage the camera. 

¨  Ensure the camera is kept in a cool, dry and well ventilated environment. 

¨  If the camera is out of use for long periods, ensure the batteries are removed. Follow the 

operating instructions to ensure proper and safe camera operation.
